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◼ Inspectors met with the principal and other senior leaders, including those 

responsible for safeguarding. The lead inspector met with some members of the 
local governing body, including the chair of governors, and some trustees. An 
inspector met with the chief executive officer. A telephone conversation was held 

with the local authority’s deputy head of children’s services. 

◼ To evaluate the quality of education, inspectors carried out deep dives in English, 
mathematics, science, physical education and languages. Inspectors met with 
curriculum leaders and groups of teachers. Inspectors visited lessons, spoke to
